TheFirst Candle (The Candle of Prophecy/Hope) is sometimes called the
candle of prophecy because it symbolizes the pesriise prophets
delivered as messages from God; promises thabfdré€hrist’s birth.
Others consider the candle to be a symbol of tipe nee have in Christ and
so it is called the Hope candle.

The Second Candle (The Candle of the Way). Christians are lost in sin
and Christ is the Light sent into the world to shivem the way out of
darkness.

The Third Candle (The Candle of Joy) indicates that the only lasting Joy
to be found in life on earth is through Christ. 8ther joy is fleeting and
does not last.

The Fourth Candle (The Candle of Peace) reminds that Jesus comes to
bring Peace to both the world and to people's edfithout Christ there is
no peace in this world.

TheFifth Candle (The Christ Candle or Christmas Candle) represents
Christ himself who is born to save people fromitis@is. It is a celebration
of the fulfillment of prophecy as represented ini€fs birth and hope in
the final fulfillment when Christ comes again anlriStians join him.
